“On the basis of the observations made by the Supreme Court
regarding payments from the discretionary grants at the disposal of the
Ministers on the eve of election. Election Commission suggested law to
be passed on the issue. Government of India, after considering that
suggestion, took a decision that instead of making provisions in the
rules regulating the disbursements from the discretionary grants, a
convention should be adopted that for a period of three months
immediately prior to the polling no expenditure should ordinarily be
incurred from the Ministers discretionary grants. So also, the
Government of India in their communication dated October 28 1969,
took the view that instead of making any specific provision in the rules
regulating disbursement from discretionary grants, a convention should

be evolved that for a period of three months immediately prior to the
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polling, no expenditure should ordinarily be incurred from a Minister's
discretionary grant. These decisions taken by the Government show
that Government was inclined to have conventions on these matters
and not to have statutory provisions. In such a situation, the action on
the part of the Election Commission in directing Governments to follow
the model code of conduct adopted by the various national parties
appears to be quite legal and not only be free form corrupt practices

but also free from evil practices.
