Since the grievance was made by the Petitioner in this Petition that since the
pattern of election has been changed it may create confusion in respect of pattern of
voting in the mind of public at large. Considering the arguments advanced by the

Petitioner, the Hon’ble Court, while disposing of the Petition has expressed that



since the pattern of election and voting has been change it will be appropriate ‘to

apprise the voters at large as to how the pattern of the voting would be ensuing
corporation election.
