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Para 26 - "A candidate who sets up a claim as belonging to a particular caste by making
an application to the Competent Authority and abtains the Caste Cerlifacate based on such claim
and information and contests the election of the Councifior from the reserved seat and gets
elected and if, ultimately, the Scmiiﬁy committee ypon inquiring into the correctness of such
certificate declares such cartificate invalid and cancéls the same, it is obvious that such Caste
Cerlificate has been obtained by that person on the basis cf the declaration or information or
claim which was not correct or true and upon invalidation and canceliation of the Caste Certificats
by the Scrutiny Comrmittee. such persen incurs disqualification automatizally. There is no es scape

from it,
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
