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(The Screening Committee shall bear in mind that the above categories are
only illustrative and not exhaustive.)
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e) For responsible and transparent functioning of Screening Committee
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i) The Screening Committee shall record the names of members

present on the day of Screening Committee meeting.
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ii) The Screening Committee shall keep proper data of their meeting,
which should reflect the number of individual cases dealt with in a
meeting of Screening Committee including the names of licence

holders scrutinized on a particular day.
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iii) The police record of every individual licence holder shall be

h)  The licence holder thereafter shall deposit his arms forthwith and in any case
within a period of seven days from the date of receipt of the notice. The
licensing Authority shall give proper receipt to the licence holder.
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1)  Any licence holder who fails to deposit arms within the period specified above.
shall be liable for prosecution under section 2¢.¢ of Indian Penal Code.
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1) All the arms so deposited with the administration be returned to the licence
holder within a period of one week after declaration of election results.
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k)  The above time-frame should be adhered to as far as possible.
