NOTIFICATION

TaE REGISTRATION OF PoLiTIcAL PARTIES ORDER, 2009.

An order to provide for the registration of political parties at elections to the local bodies
constituted in Maharashtra in pursuance of Parts IX and IXA of the Constitution of India and for
matters connected therewith.

No. SEC/2009/CR-49/D-11.—Whereas, the superintendence, direction and control of all elections
to local bodies in the State are vested in the State Elections Commission by virtue of the provisions
of the Constitution of India and the relevant laws relating to local bodies in the State ;

And whereas, with a view to provide, in the interest of sanctity of elections to the local bodies
and in the interest of conduct of such elections in a free, fair, effective and efficient manner, for the
registration of political parties and for matters connected therewith, the State Election Commission
under its Notification No. SEC/2008/CR-24/D-11, dated 14th May 2008 had issued the Registration
of Political Parties and Allotment of Symbols Order, 2008 (as amended from time to time) ;

And whereas, the Commission is satisfied that, it is expedient to amend the said Order ;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by Article 243-K read with Article 243-
ZA of the Constitution of India, the State Election Commission, in supersession of the Registration
of Political Parties and Allotment of Symbols Order, 2008, hereby makes the following order :—

1. Short title, extent, application and commencement.—(1) This Order may be called
the Maharashtra Registration of Political Parties Order, 2009.

(2) It extends to the whole of the State of Maharashtra.

(3) It shall apply to all elections to local bodies in the State held on party basis. It shall not
apply to Village Panchayats elections where elections are held on partyless basis.

(4) It shall come into force with immediate effect.

(5) The political parties already registered under the Registration of Political Parties and
Allotment of Symbols Order, 2008, shall be deemed to have been registered under this Order.

PART 1
PRELIMINARY
2. Definitions.—In this Order, unless the context otherwise requires,—
(1) “ Commission ” means the State Election Commission constituted under Article 243-K
read with Article 243-ZA of the Constitution of India ;
(2) “Election Commission of India ” means the Election Commission of India constituted
under Article 324 of the Constitution of India ;
(3) “local body ” means,—
(a) a Zilla Parishad or Panchayat Samiti constituted under the Maharashtra Zilla
Parishads and Panchayat Samitis Act, 1961 ;or
(b) a Municipal Council or Nagar Panchayat constituted under the Maharashtra
Municipal Councils, Nagar Panchayats and Industrial Townships Act, 1965 ; or

(¢) a Municipal Corporation constituted under the Mumbai Municipal Corporation Act,

1888 ; or City of Nagpur Corporation Act, 1948 ; or the Bombay Provincial Municipal

Corporations Act, 1949.

(4) “ paragraph” means a paragraph of this Order ;

(5) “recognised political party ” means a political party recognised by the Election
Commission of India as a National Party or as a State Party under the Election Symbols (Reservation
and Allotment) Order, 1968 (as amended from time to time) and also registered with the
Commission ;

(6) “registered political party ” means a political party registered with the Commission ;
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(7) “ State ” means the State of Maharashtra ;

(8) Word and expressions used but not defined in this Order, but defined in any State Act for
the time being in force, or the rules made thereunder, shall have the meanings respectively assigned
to them in those Acts and Rules.

PART II
REGISTRATION OF PoLITICAL PARTIES

3. Registration of Political Paties.— (1) Any association or body of individual citizens
calling itself a political party, or a political party already registered with the Election Commission
of India, and intending to avail itself of the provisions of this Order, shall make an application to
the State Election Commission for its registration as a political party for the purposes of elections
to local bodies in the State. The application should be in proforma as provided in Annexures I or
II, as the case may be, and it shall be accompanied by a declaration as provided in Annexure III.

(2) Every application under sub-paragraph (1) shall be signed by the General Secretary/
Chairman/President of the association or body or political party or Chief Executive Officer of the
association or body or political party by whatever name known and presented to the Secretary to
the Commission or sent by registered post :

Provided that in case of recognised Political Party it may be signed by any State Level office
bearer as mentioned in above paragraph.

(3) Every such application shall contain the following particulars, namely :—
(a) the name of the association or body or political party ;
(b) location of its head office ;
(c) the address to which letters and other communications meant for it should be sent ;

(d) the names of its President, Secretary, Treasurer and other office-bearers and copy
of resolution of their election ;

(e) the numerical strength of its members and if there are categories of its members, the
numerical strength in each category. The existing numerical strength should be 150 minimum.
The names of the members and recently certified details about their registration in electoral
rolls should be enclosed.

(f) whether it has any local units (branches) ; if so, at what levels ;

(g) whether it is represented by any office-bearers or members in any of the local bodies
in the State ; if so, their number and particulars relating to the office they are holding and
the local body concerned ;

(h) whether it has already registered itself as a political party with the Election
Commission of India, and if so, whether it is recognised as a National Party or a State Party :

Provided that in case of recognised political Party the details as mentioned at (a), (b),
(c), (d) and (h) shall only be required. But these parties shall provide the address of their
office at the State Level.

(4) (a) The application under sub-paragraph (1) above shall be accompanied by a copy of the
memorandum, or rules and regulations of the association or body by whatever name called, duly
signed by the President, Secretary and three other founder members, and such memorandum or
rules and regulations shall contain a specific provision that the association or body shall bear
true faith and allegiance to the Constitution of India as by law established, and to the principles
of socialism, secularism and democracy, and would uphold the sovereignty, unity and integrity of
India :

Provided that in case of a recognised political party a copy of the memorandum or rules and
regulations may be signed by any three members of executive committee of the political party at
the National or State Level.

The memorandum rules and regulations shall also contain the democratic procedure by which
the President, Secretary, Treasurer and other office-bearers shall be elected and their term of
office.
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(b) In the case of a political party already registered with the Election Commission of India,
the application shall be accompanied by the documentary evidence of its registration with the
Election Commission of India, particulars of Symbol and a certified copy of the party constitution,
by whatever name called.

(5) The application shall also be accompanied by a declaration to the effect that the applicant
has read and understood the provisions of this Order and that the political party sought to be
registered by him shall abide by the provisions of this Order.

(6) The application shall be accompanied by a demand draft of Rs. 5,000 (Rupees Five Thousand
only) payable at Mumbai drawn in favour of Assistant Commissioner, State Election Commission,
Maharashtra, Mumbai.

(7) The Commission may call for such other particulars, as it may deem fit, from the association
or body or political party.

(8) After considering all the particulars as aforesaid in its possession, and any other necessary
and relevant factors and after giving the representatives of the association or body or political
party, a reasonable opportunity of being heard, the Commission shall either register the association
or body or political party, as a political party for the purposes of this Order, subject to such
restrictions and conditions as may, by order, be specified by the Commission ; or may take a
decision not so to register it ; and the Commission shall communicate its decision to the association
or body or political party :

Provided that, no association or body or political party shall be registered as a political party
under this sub-paragraph unless the memorandum or rules and regulations of such association or
body or the constitution of the political party conform to the provisions of sub-paragraph (4)
above.

(9) (1) Before registering a political party under this order a notice shall be published in the
Maharashtra Government Gazette indicating therein the name and address of the political party,
its President and Symbol proposed to be allotted, if any, and calling for objections, if any, for such
registration from the general public :

Provided that in case of a recognised political party, no such notice needs to be published.

(i1) If no objection is received within 30 days from the date of publication in Maharashtra
Government Gazette as specified in sub-para (i) above, it shall be competent for the State Election
Commission to register the political party as proposed in the notice.

(iii) If any objection is received, the State Election Commission may consider the same and
in case it is found to be flimsy, it may reject the same and register the political party ; if on the
other hand, the State Election Commission considers that the objection is prima facie genuine,
then the same shall be communicated to the applicant and his remarks shall be called for. After
receipt of the remarks, the Commission may either decide the matter on merits on the basis of the
records available or it may give personal hearing to the parties concerned and take a decision
thereafter. The decision of the State Election Commission shall be final.

(iv) Every Association or Body of individual citizens making an aplication under this order
for registration of political party shall take care to see that the name of the political party proposed
to be registered should not resemble the name of a political party which is already registered
with the State Election Commission, thus giving rise to a confusion in the minds of the general
public. Where the State Election Commission is either suo moto or no objections received from
the general public considers that the name of a political party sought to be registered is similar to
that of a political party already registered, it shall be competent to the Commission to reject the
application. It shall, however, be open to the applicant to make a fresh application by changing
the name of the political party and any such application will be examined de-novo as if it is a new
application. The decision of the State Election Commission shall be final.

(10) After an association or body or political party has been registered as a political party as
aforesaid,—

(a) any change in its name, head office, office-bearers, address or in any other material
matters shall be communicated to the Commission without delay :

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Provided that before making any change in its name, permission from the Commission
shall be taken accordingly :

(b) such association or body or political party shall maintain true accounts of its income
and expenditure, and particularly maintain separate accounts for the expenditure incurred
in connection with local body elections, indicating details of the expenditure incurred on the
general publicity of the party, and candidate-wise expenditure incurred for promoting the
election of specific candidates set-up or supported by the party in various elections to local
bodies ;

(c) a copy of the annual audited accounts of the party and a copy of the income-tax returns
filed under the law for the relevant year shall be filed in the office of the Commission within
a period of one year after the end of the relevant financial year ;

(d) the provision of the Model Code of Conduct for Local body Elections issued from
time to time by the Commission should be observed ;

(e) the directions and instructions of the Commission, given from time to time, with a
view to furthering the conduct of free, fair and peaceful election or safeguarding the interests
of the general public and electorate in particular should be followed.

4. Cancellation of registration of political party.—(1) Notwithstanding in this order,
if the Commission, either suo motu, or upon an application received in that behalf, has a reason to
believe that,—

(a) a registered party is not complying with the provisions of this Order ; or

(b) that the Model Code of Conduct for the elections of local bodies (as amended from
time to time) is not being observed in toto, or

(c) that the directions and instructions issued by the Commission from time to time, for
the conduct of free, fair and peaceful elections and for safeguarding the interests of the general
public and electorate in particular are not complied with, or

(d) defiance is shown to the Model Code of Conduct and instructions thereof,

The Commission, after considering all available facts and circumstances of the case and
after giving such party a roasonable opportunity of showing cause in respect of the action
proposed to be taken against it, if satisfied that the explanation given by the Party is not
sufficient, it may cancel the registration of such party and remove its name from the list of
registered political parties.

(2) If a registered political party makes an application to the Commission for cancellation of
its registration and if the Commission is satisfied that such proposal is passed by majority of the
members of that party, the Commission may cancel the registration of such political party.

5. Powers of Commission to issue instructions.—The Commission, may issue
instructions and directions,—

(a) for clarification of any of the provisions of this order ;

(b) for removal of any difficulty which may arise in relation to the implementation of
any such provisions ; and

(c) in relation to any matter with respect to the registration of political parties, for

which this Order makes no provision or makes insufficient provision, and provision is in the
opinion of the Commission nocessary for the smooth and orderly conduct of elections.

It also provides for the democratic procedure by which the President, Secretary,
Treasurer and other office bearers shall be elected and their term of office.

(iti) Documentary evidence of its registration with the Election Commission of India
and a copy of notification showing allotment of symbol (if symbol is allotted).

(iv) A Declaration as specified in Annexure III.

An order to provide for reservation and allotment of symbols for the elections to Panchayats
and Municipalities constituted under Part-IX and IX-A of the Constitution of India.

No. SEC/RPP-2009/CR-49/D-11.—Whereas, the superintendence, direction and control of all
elections to the Panchayats and Municipalities in the State are vested in the State Election
Commission, Maharashtra by the Constitution of India ;

And whereas, in the interest of holding elections to the Panchayats and Municipalities in the
State and Conduct of such elections in free, fair, transparent and effcient manner, it was expedient
to provide for certain matters incidental to the specification, reservation, choice and allotment of
symbols for political parties and for matters connected therewith and therefore; the State Election
Commission, Maharashtra by it’s Order No. SEC/GEN-2000/CR-60/D-10, dated the 29th September
2006 as amended form time to time, made certain provisions with regard to reservation and
allotment of symbols for the elections to the Panchayats and Municipalities ;

And whereas, the Commission is satisfied that it is expedient to amend the said Order ;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by Article 243-K and 243-ZA of the
Constitution of India, read with section 9A of the Maharashtra Zilla Parishads and Panchayat
Samitis Act, 1961 (Mah. V of 1962 ) and sub-rule (1) of rule 15A of the Maharashtra Zilla Parishads
(Electoral Divisions and Conduct of Elections ) Rules, 1962 and sub-rule (1) of rule 15A of the
Maharashtra Panchayat Samitis (Electoral Colleges and Conduct of Elections) Rules, 1962
sub-section (4) of Section 18A of the Mumbai Municipal Corporation Act, 1888 ( Bom. III of 1888 ),
sub-section (4) of Section 14 of the Bombay Provincial Municipal Corporations Act, 1949 ( Bom.
LLX of 1949 ), sub-section (4) of section 9B of the City of Nagpur Corporation Act, 1948 (C. P. and
Berar II of 1950) and sub-sections (4) of section 10A of the Maharashtra Municipal Councils, Nagar
Panchayats and Industrial Townships Act, 1965, read with sub-rule (1) of rule 16 of the Maharashtra
Municipal Councils and Nagar Panchayats Election Rules, 1966 and of all other powers enabling
it in this behalf and in supersession of it’s all previous orders’ regarding the reservation and
allotment of symbols in the elections to the Zilla Parishads, Panchayat Samitis, Municipal
Corporations, Municipal Councils and Nagar Panchayats in the State, the State Election
Commission, Maharashtra, hereby makes the following order :—

1. Short title, extent, application and commencement.—(1) This Order may be called
the Maharashtra Election Symbols (Reservation and Allotment.) Order, 2009.

(2) It extends to whole of the State of Maharashtra and applies in relation to elections to
Zilla Parishads, Panchayat Samitis, Municipal Corporations, Municipal Councils and Nagar
Panchayats.

(3) It shall come into force on the date of it’s publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Definitions and Interpretation.—In this Order, unless the context, otherwise
requires,—

(1) “ commission ” means the State-Election Commission, Maharashtra constituted under
Article 243-K and 243-ZA of the Constitution of India ;

(2) “ constituency ” means an electoral division of the Zilla Purishad, electoral college of
the Panchayat Samiti, ward of the Municipal Corporation, the Municipal Council or the Nagar
Panchayat, as the case may be ;

(8)“ contested election ” means an election or bye-election in an electoral division of the
Zilla Palrishad, electoral college of the Panchayat Samiti, ward of the Municipal Corporation,
the Municipal Council or the Nagar Panchayat where poll is taken ;

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(4) “ election ” means general election or bye-election to which this Order applies ;

(5) “ general election ” means any general election, held after the commencement of this
Order, for the purpose of constituting a Zilla Parishad, Panchayat Samiti, Municipal Corporation,
Municipal Council or Nagar Panchayat in the State ;

(6) “local body ” means,—

(a) a Zilla Parishad or a Panchayat Samiti constituted under the Maharashtra Zilla
Parishads and Panchayat Samitis Act, 1961;

(b) a Municipal Council or Nagar Panchayat constituted under the Maharashtra Municipal
Councils, Nagar Panchayats and Industrial Townships Act, 1965 ;

(¢) Mumbai Municipal Corporation constituted under the Mumbai Municipal Corporation
Act, 1888 ;

(d) Nagpur Municipal Corporation constituted under the City of Nagpur Corporation
Act, 1948 ; or

(e) any other Corporation constituted under the Bombay Provincial Municipal
Corporations Act, 1949 ;

(7) “ recognised political party” means a political party recognised as a National Party or as
a State Party under the Election Symbols (Reservation and Allotment) Order, 1968, as amended
from time to time, issued by the Election Commission of India and which is also registered with
the State Election Commission ;

(8) “ registered political party ” means an association or body of individual citizens of India
registered with the State Election Commission ;

(9)  Words and expressions used but not defined in this Order but defined in the relevant
Acts governing the elections to a local body or the rules made thereunder shall have the meanings
respectively assigned to them in the relevant Acts and Rules.

3. Allotment of symbols.—In every contested election, a symbol shall be allotted to a
contesting candidate accordance with the provisions of this Order and different symbols shall be
allotted to different candidates contesting an election in the same constituency.

4. Classification of symbols.—(1) For the purpose of this Order, symbols shall be either
reserved or free ;

(2) Save as otherwise provided in this Order, a reserved symbol is a symbol which is reserved
for a recognised, political party for exclusive allotment to contesting candidates set up by that
party ;

(3) All symbols other than reserved symbols are free symbols.

5. Classification of registered political parties.—For the purposes of this Order and
for such other purposes as the Commission may specify as and when necessity therefor arises,
political parties are either recognised political parties or unrecognised political parties.

For the purposes of this Order an “un-recognised political party” means a party registered
with the Commission other than a recognised political party.

6. Choice of symbol by candidates of National and State Parties and allotment
thereof.—(1) A candidate set up by a recognised National Party at any election to the local bodies
in the State shall choose, and shall be allotted, the symbol reserved for that party by the Election
Commission of India and no other symbol.

(2) A candidate set up by a recognised State Party at any election to the local bodies in the
State, whether such party is a State Party in the State or not, shall choose, and shall be allotted
the symbol reserved for that party by the Election Commission of India and no other symbol :

Provided that a State party recognised in the Maharashtra State shall get the symbol reserved
for it :
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Provided further that when more than one political party is recognized in States other than
Maharashtra and have the same symbol, reserved in different States, the State Election
Commission shall allot such reserved symbol only to that State Party whose application for
registration under para 3 of the Maharashtra Registration of Political Parties Order, 2009, is first
received by the Commission and the State Parties whose applications for such registration are
received thereafter, shall be allotted symbols other than those reserved for them.

(3) In any election to the local bodies in the State, a reserved symbol shall not be chosen by, or
allotted to any candidate other than a candidate set up by a recognised political party for whom
such symbol has been reserved, even if no candidate has been set up by such party in such election.

7. Concession to candidates set up-by an unrecognised political party which was
earlier recognised as a National or State Party.—If a political party, which is unrecognised
at present but was a recognised Naitional Party or State Party in Maharashtra State not earlier
than six years from the date of announcement, of election, set up a candidate at an election in a
constituency in any Zilla Parishad, Panchayat Samiti, Municipal Corporation, Municipal Council
or Nagar Panchayat, as the case may be, then such candidate may, to the exclusion of all other
candidates in the constituency be allotted the symbol reserved earlier for that party when it was
a recognised National Party or State Party in Maharashtra State, notwithstanding that such a
symbol is not specified in the list of free symbols, on the fulfilment of each of the following conditions,
namely :(—

(a) that an application is made to the Commission by the Party for exclusive allotment of that
symbol to the candidate set up by it, within a week after the declaration of the programme of
election by the commission ;

(b) that the said candidate has made a declaration in his nomination paper that he has been
set up by that party at an election and that the party has also fulfilled the requirements of paragraphs
of this Order ;

(c) that in the opinion of the Commission, there is no reasonable ground for refusing the
application for such allotment:

Provided that the provisions of this paragraph shall not apply where the same symbol is
already reserved for some other National Party or State Party.

8. Choice of symbols by candidates of registered political parties or other candidates
and allotment thereof.—(1) Any candidate at an election to local bodies in the State other than
a candidate set up by recognised political party shall choose and shall be allotted in accordance
with the provisions hereinafter set out in this paragraph one of the symbols specified as free
symbols by the Commission.

(2) Where any free symbol has been chosed by only one candidate at such election, the
returning officer/ election officer shall allot that symbol to that candidate and to no one else.

(3) Where the same free symbol has been chosen by several candidates at such election, then,
if of those several, candidates only one is a candidate set up by registered political party, and all
the rest are independent candidates, the returning officer shall allot that free symbol to the
candidate,set up by the registered political party and to no one else, and if of those several
candidates two or more are set up by different registered political parties and the rest are
independent candidates, the returning officer shall decide by lot to which of the two or more
candidates set up by the different registered political parties that free symbol shall be allotted
and allot that symbol to the candidate on whom the lot falls and to no one else.

9. When a candidate shall be deemed to be set up by a registered political party.—
for the purpose of this order, a candidate shall be deemed tobe set up by a political party, if and
only if,—

(1) the candidate has made a declaration to that effect in his nomination paper ;
(2) (a) a notice in writing to that effect has been delivered to the Returning Officer of the
constituency and the concerned Collector or Municipal Commissioner, as the case may be—

(i) the political party setting up candidate at any election to Zilla Parishad shall
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communicate the names of the authorised persons in Form II-A prescribed under rule I5A of

the Maharashtra Zilla Parishads (Electoral Divisions and Conduct of Election) Rules, 1962.

Such authorised persons shall give notice of intimation of names of candidates in Form II-B

of the said rules ;

(i1) the political party setting up candidate at any election to Panchayat Samiti shall
communicate the names of the authorised persons in Form II-A prescribed under rule I5A of
the Maharashtra Panchayat Samitis (Electoral Colleges and Conduct of Election) Rules, 1962.
Such authorised persons shall give notice of intimation of names of candidates in Form II-B
of the said rules ;

(ii1) such notice and communication shall be sent to the Municipal Commissioner or, as
the case may be, the Collector for the purpose of elections to the Municipial Corporations,
Municipal Councils and Nagar Panchayats in the form prescribed in Annexure-I and
Annexure-II respectively.

(b) The said notice shall be signed in ink pen or ball point pen by the President, Secretary or
any other, officer who is authorised by the party to send such notice. A notice signed on behalf of
the President, Secretary or the authorised person; or bearing a counter signature, or rubber stamp
signature or signed in any other manner, or a notice sent by fax, shall not be permissible. A notice,
which is not so permissible, shall not be accepted by the Collector or the Returning Officer.

10. Notification containing list of symbols.— The commission shall, by one or more
notifications published in the Official Gazette, specify,—

(a) the National Parties ;

(b) the State Parties ;

(c) the parties from other States for which symbols have been reserved ;

(d) list of free symbols.

11. Powers of Commission to issue instructions.—The Commission, may issue
instructions and directions,—

(a) for the clarification of any of the provision of this Order ;

(b) for the removal of any difficulty which may arise in-relation to the implementation of
any such provisions ; and

(c) in relation to any matter with respect to the reservation and allotment of symbols to
the recognised political parties, for which this order makes no provision or makes insufficient
provision, and provision is in the opinion of the Commission necessary for the smooth and
orderly conduct of elections.
